All funds received will go 

to the Seminary Burse Fund to defray the 

cost of education and formation for our 

seminarians. Currently, we are blessed with 

six young men who are studying for the 

priesthood. We are excited for Rev. Mr. Zach 

Selig’s priestly ordination this summer! The 

average cost of seminary study is $50,000 

per year per seminarian. I ask that you 

please support our seminarians as they 

prepare to answer God’s calling.
